Driving in the sun

Former Kier Western director, Steve
Tyson, completes his trilogy for
KierLink with a short article about
driving in Cyprus.

“As you know I'm now living in Cyprus
which, since joining the EU in 2004, has
earned the reputation as being one of
the worst driving nations in Europe.

One of the national sports seems to be
‘red traffic light creeping’. Drivers see
how far they can get across the road
while the traffic light is still red and if it’s
clear, they go! | have seen police ‘creep
the lights” but I also have it on good
authority that the word STOP doesn’t
translate easily into Greek!

Pavements appear to be for parking on —
they are even reinforced to take the
weight of cars. If there isn’t enough
space between two parked cars, they
park sideways with the front end
sticking out into the road. Some cars

are left for days or weeks like this.

Overtaking over a solid white line,
particularly if on a blind bend, is
normal, along with driving the wrong
way down one-way streets or on a
dual carriageway — especially by older
drivers who have probably never
taken a test. There’s an appropriate
saying here — “came down from the
mountains on a donkey, and went
home in a Mercedes!”

Accident rates are high as you might
expect. We've read of an old lady
sitting in the shade outside her house
being mowed down by a passing
motorist. The local newspaper reports
are mainly of young motorbike riders
not wearing helmets.

The following is an extract from a letter sent
in by Jack Thompson of Enfield.

“The awticle invKier Link on Diddingtonw
Reservoiv from Gordow Holt caught my eye. I
was o that contract from November 1962 until

July 1966 whewn the Duke of Edinburglv
officially opened the scheme; although by thew
&t had been inv operation for many months.
Initially I was agent ov the dawm contract but
when we were aowawded the treatment works, I
moved, to-that job-and was replaced on the
dauwn by Johw Harringto.

We worked 24 hours av davy, seven days a week
onthe dawmv and finished the contract six
months early. The scheme iy now called
Grafhaum Water because Diddington Village
lies onvthe Tast side of the A1 while the
resevvoir iy o mile or two-on the west side of the
Al. The avrea was inititally called Diddingtorn
because av streaunmn called Diddington Brook
flowed through the valley. The awre of the
reservoir way 1600 acres, lawger thauw the
Novfolk Broads and the largest man-made
arew of water invthe UK. We also- built the
sailing clulb-and inAugust 1965, I gave
permission for o small flying boat to-land ow
the reservoir for demovutration purposes.

I went back to-the site late last year and I
could hawrdly recognise the place after 40 years.
Grafhawm Water today is o towrist attraction
withvav 10 mile footpativand cycle pathv around
the reservoir and 700 boats.”
