Towards the end of October, and beginning of 
November, our ecology experts will be working to make 
sure wildlife on the Mount View Street site, including 
badgers and reptiles, are protected during construction.

They will:

• Close what is called a 'subsidiary' badger sett near 
the site entrance - this means that badgers are 
encouraged to move back to their alternative setts 
outside the site boundary, well away from 
construction activity, and

• Install a fence to stop slow worms, common 
lizards and grass snakes from entering the site 
during the build (this will be removed when work 
finishes).

This work will involve clearing vegetation and a small 
amount of excavation - all carried out by licensed 
ecologists and specialist contractors.
